Retest Policy:

The retest policy will comply with the official Atascocita High School retest policy.  See Parent/Student Handbook.

What am I expected to do?
1. Respect others in the classroom.

2. Follow all teacher directives.

3. Academic Readiness:  Bring all necessary materials/assignments to class.

4. The classroom will be an Electronic Red Zone unless directed otherwise by the instructor for academic purposes. 

5. Do not speak out of turn.  (During lecture or classroom discussion).
6. Bell to Bell Instruction.  Time given in class for homework is expected to be used for such, not social interactions.  I dismiss you, not the bell.
Homework.
· When you enter the room, a warm up activity, similar to the previous day’s work, will be available as a handout, or on the board. You are to get seated and start working on it immediately (while I take attendance).  When completed, you are to turn in your completed homework & the warm up activity to my desk. 
· I will keep track of the number of homework and warm up problems given and how many each student has completed.  At the end of the each week one formative grade will be entered into the grade book as “Percentage of Homework Completed.”
· Homework is given often to help students practice concepts learned in class.  If a student is absent on Friday, homework will be due on Monday. The homework assignments can be found on the website.  

The study of chemistry and physics requires more comprehension than memorization, and will challenge you to think in new ways.  Waiting until the night before the test to start studying is not a good idea.  Try to study a little every day.

What will happen if I don’t do what I’m supposed to?
Disruptive, or misbehaving students will be initially given a verbal warning (ie. student conference). Further misconduct will result in a teacher detention with parent contact, and then an office referral. Severe incidents will be brought to an assistant principal’s immediate attention.
If classroom rules are broken or classroom disruption occurs due to your behavior, you will be assigned a 30 minute teacher detention before or after school.  The teacher will send the student home with a form explaining rules that must be followed during teacher detention.  Failure to attend teacher detention will result in a referral to your principal and a further consequence will be assigned. All campus rules are subject to immediate principal referrals.

How can I get help and keep up?


My tutoring times are Thurdays 2:45 – 3:30pm & Fridays 6:45 – 7:15am. If another time is better, the tutoring schedule for all IPC teachers is posted in my room and on my website. Homework and notes, general information, and instructional help will also be available there.

Classroom Management Plan

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PHILOSOPHY: As an educator, I believe every student has the ability to learn, be challenged, and problem solve. This plan is in place to remove many of the distractions that hinder that process. In routine, we will find success.
CLASS CONDUCT EXPECTATIONS: Students will arrive to class on-time, with their ID on. As they enter they will read the announcement board, pick up their notebook, and any papers/books/calculators needed. By the end of the first 5 minutes of class, materials should ready for use (ex. sharpened pencils) and the warm-up completed. Students will give their undivided attention during instruction by keeping phones stored and limiting side conversations. Once all tasks are complete, the teacher will dismiss the class, and students can pack up to leave. Until the bell rings, they will stay seated.

DISCIPLINE PLAN: Should a behavior become disruptive, the teacher will give a verbal warning and have a short conference with the student. Further incidences will result in a teacher detention, and a parent/guardian call. Any additional action will require a discipline referral.

LATE WORK: The District Late Work Policy will be followed in my class. (A copy is on my website: www.baughmanscience.weebly.com)

MAKE-UP WORK: Students are responsible for getting all make-up work. I will not be reminding you or chasing you down. You are a responsible, young adult. On the day you return, visit the absent work bin, and pull out all work with your name on it. There may also be an instruction sheet indicating work due the day you were absent, or tasks you need to complete after school. If an after school appointment is needed, sign up for a day/time on the log near the bin. Should you forget, or want to get a head-start, a log of assignments and notes is on my website.

TRUANCIES / UNEXCUSED ABSENCES: The District Late Work Policy will be applied as if the student was present. Additionally, if a student is truant and returns the day of a test or quiz, then the student will take the test or quiz as if s(he) were never absent. In other words, no extra time will be given for unexcused absences

FIELD TRIPS / SCHOOL RELATED ABSENCES: If a student misses class because of a field trip, athletic event, etc. s(he) must get the work prior to the day s(he) will miss. Late work polices apply to school related absences. If the day missed is a test day, then arrangements much be made to take the test before the day immediately after the absence. The make-up test will be given if this policy is not followed.

TEST FAILURE POLICY: Students will be allowed to retest one summative test per 9 weeks. The Campus reassessment policy will be followed. (A copy can be found on my website.) There is a one week window from the time the test scores are given to retake the exam. No retest will be given after the one week prior ends. Only those students who completed all class and homework assignments prior to the first test given will be eligible to take the retest. The student must take the retest at the allotted scheduled time, announced by the teacher. The average of the two tests will be given for retests.

TUTORING: Tutorials will be held in my classroom on Thursday from 2:45–3:30pm and 

Friday 6:45-7:15am. Students attending tutorials should have specific areas of need. Any disruptive individuals will be asked to leave.

STUDENT WORK/COPYING AND PLAGIARISM: Incomplete work will not be accepted. If an assignment is less than 90% complete, the student will be asked to complete the assignment and turn it in for a late grade. I have NO TOLERANCE for cheating. Your parents will be notified, a referral will be submitted to your House Principal, AND you will receive a ‘zero’ grade that cannot be dropped.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES IN THE CLASSROOM: Students will typically not be allowed to use electronic devices in my classroom. They are expected to keep them stored out of sight until the bell rings. Should an activity require these devices, an announcement will be made by the teacher. In that case, students must then limit their use to the designated purpose. Failure to do so is a break of the electronic device policy, and will result in a referral for insubordination.
